Thank you for the opportunity to review your draft 2010 Water System Plan. I have the following
comments based on a review of the documents you sent August 6, 2010.

1. Figures 1.2 and 1.5 need to include the updated Water System Service Area boundaries for the
city of Olympia. There are a few areas that border Tumwater’s service area that have now
changed. 1 am enclosing copies of the detailed maps that show the new boundary. If you need
an updated GIS file, please let me know and I can have our staff coordinate with your staff or
consultants as needed.

2. Page 1-29. Please add a note in the text of your Water System Plan about the 2001 Mutual Aid
Agreement between the Cities of Tumwater, which outlines specific requirements for use of the
interties during water emergencies. Each City agrees to provide potable water service to the
other for use in fire fighting, drinking water, and personal hygiene. It will be activated only in
the event of an emergency proclamation by the City requesting assistance. I am enclosing a
copy of that agreement for your information.

3. We note that you are planning for significant infrastructure investment in the Brewery Water
supply during the next six years in your CIP. Our current efforts to conduct a joint Engineering
Evaluation of the Brewery facilities will help identify needs for Tumwater, Lacey, and Olympia
as we move forward to jointly develop this water supply. We would be interested in
understanding more about how you arrived at your cost estimnates for infrastructure development
and treatment, and look forward to ongoing coordination on Brewery related activities.

4. We will be developing a new water supply at the Briggs Well in 2014, in the vicinity of your
planned Northeast Wellfield. We would be interested in coordinating closely with you as we
develop this supply, and as you plan your future supply.

Dear Liz:

Thank you for taking the time to review and provide comment on Tumwater’s proposed water
system plan update. I have reviewed each comment and addressed them individually below.

Comment 1, re: Service Area boundaries. We adjusted our service boundary maps to match our
collective understanding of service providers. Additionally, we updated the digital layers so that
the revised boundaries will reflect service providers in the future.

Comment 2, re: 2001 Mutual Aid Agreement. The referenced agreement is included in the 2010
Water System Plan in Appendix E. I have updated the text on page 1-29 to reference that
agreement and its conditions. The following has been added to page 1-29, Section 1.9: “The specific
requirements for use of these interties are outlined in the 2001 Mutual Aid Agreement between
the Cities of Tumwater and Olympia for the Use of Emergency Water System Interties. A copy of
this agreement is found in Appendix E.”

Comment 3, re: Brewery Water Infrastructure Planning. As you indicate, the three cities are jointly
conducting an evaluation of the infrastructure recently acquired. In the development of this plan,
our consultant was to provide planning-level cost estimates of what the overall project could be,
recognizing that more in-depth work would be needed to develop a more accurate estimate. The
assumptions that were used to develop these planning-level costs are attached.

Comment 4, re: Water supply at the Briggs Well. We currently anticipate efforts to develop the
Northeast Wellfield will begin in 2022 or later. Because of the overlap of our water service
boundaries in this area, we shall certainly keep the City of Olympia informed and hope to
coordinate our activities as closely as possible.

Thank you again for your review and comment. I hope we have sufficiently addressed your
concerns, but should you have additional questions, please don’t hesitate to give me a call.

Hi Darin,

I was able to look over the City of Tumwater’s WSP and have the following comments.

It was difficult to assess water right adequacy from the tables provided. The WRSA tables must include an assessment for
both the current water rights status, the six year forecast, and the 20 year forecast using rights currently held by the
system. Speculation of future changes should not be included in the WRSA. The City should submit WRSA tables as
provided in the Water System Planning Handbook (I' ve attached them, as well).

Water Certificate No. G2-00271C should not be included in the City’s WRSA as it is an irrigation right and has not yet
been changed for municipal purposes.

Also, the WRSA should include rights acquired by the City from the Olymgpia Brewery.

Ecology does not object to approval of the Water System Plan.
