Tumwater citizens have the following options for debris removal: 
  
 County Residential Drop-Off Sites:  Citizens are strongly encouraged to bring materials 
to the following Drop-Off sites if possible.  Drop-off sites are for residential storm-related 
debris only!  Debris will be accepted from January 25th thru February 29th.  
 

 Waste and Recovery Center (WARC), 2418 Hogum Bay Road NE  
 Kenneydell Park,  (ball field parking lot),  6745 Fairview Road 

 Sargent Road Gravel Pit, 16500 Sargent Road SW  

 Landscape businesses and commercial haulers may also take debris to the WARC 

location but will be charged their regular fee. 

 
Hours & Times for County Drop-Off Sites: 
 All disposal sites will be open for drop-off of material beginning Wednesday, 

January 25 through Wednesday, February 29, 2012. 

 WARC: Mon - Fri, 7am – 5pm and Sat/Sun, 8am – 5pm (regular business hours) 

 All other sites – 7 days a week – 8am - 4 pm 

 Pioneer Park Drop-Off Site:  Tumwater residents may bring natural storm debris to 
Pioneer Park on the weekends of January 28/29 and February 4/5 between the hours of 
8am and 4pm.  Tumwater residents only.  Limited to pick-ups and small utility trailers. No 
landscape businesses or commercial haulers.  The collection point will be in the easterly 
parking lot nearest Henderson Blvd. 
  
 Curb-side Pick-Up:  Prior to February 13th, residents may leave material curbside for 
pick up by the City.  All debris must be placed at the street by the February 13, when 
collection begins.  No set schedule for pick-up will be established.    
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Disposal is limited to wood "Storm Debris" which includes trees and tree limbs. Absolutely 
no garbage, lumber or other building material will be accepted. 
 
Materials must be placed outside the travel lanes as close to the curb/road edge as 
possible.  Avoid obstructing sidewalks, fire hydrants, intersection sight distance, neighbors’ 
driveways, etc.  Wherever possible, it will help if neighbors can work together to transport 
debris to a collection area within their neighborhood.     
  
 Reporting Residential and Business Storm Damage: Information regarding storm 
damage should be called in to Thurston County Emergency Management at (360) 754-3360 
during business hours (8am – 5pm, Monday through Friday), or reported online at 
www.co.thurston.wa.us/em/.  This information will help justify a statewide request for 
federal disaster assistance. 
      

 
Additional Information:  
 
Trees and Limbs on Tumwater Streets.  Call Tumwater Public Works at 360-754-4150 to 
report downed trees and limbs on City streets. Note: City crews cannot remove trees 
entangled with power lines until PSE crews remove and repair the lines. 
 
Downed Power Lines.  Call 9-1-1 to report downed or hazardous power lines. City crews 
do not repair downed power lines.   Customers without power are urged to call PSE at 1-
888-225-5773 to report the outage. Call takers are available 24/7.  
  
All Tumwater Parks remain CLOSED. Please stay out of City parks due to hazardous 
conditions with downed limbs and trees. 
  
*Important Notice for Pressure or Grinder Sewer Systems. When the power is out there 
is no way for sewage to pump out of your sewer system holding tank. Please minimize 
flushing and water use during a power outage. When power returns and your pump 
reactivates, an alarm may sound. If the alarm continues to ring after one hour, call the 
phone number posted on your pump. The alarm rings because the tank is full, and the 
pump will need time after reactivation to clear the tank. 

 
Reminders: 
 
Storm Drains: If safely able to, please help clear snow and debris from the top of storm 
drains. This will help keep water flowing as the snow begins to melt. 
 
Carbon Monoxide Warning. Do not use outdoor heating or cooking appliances or 
generators in your home due to the potential build-up of deadly carbon monoxide gas. 
  
Buildings with Flat Roofs:  Remove snow and ice from roof drains so that thawing water 
can flow and relieve weight pressure.  
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
